The grant proposal should be a fully-conceived research proposal that includes background research, all documentation, relevant research instruments (e.g. questionnaires or surveys), and additional letters of support, as needed. Average award sizes are $1750.
If traveling internationally, student must comply with all policies for international student travel as set forth by the Global Engagement Office.  Please make an appointment with Sarah Barr (sbarr), Director of Global Engagement, for these policies. Student must provide Dr. Melanie Armstrong in Academic Affairs with documentation of compliance before award money will be disbursed.
