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This bill is an act to adopt the 2008-2009 budget allocation as proposed by the SAS Budget Committee.
Section 1:
The 2007-2008 Budget Committee has collected budget proposals, held budget hearings, and heard appeals in accordance with the Student Affairs Senate Constitution and Budget Handbook; and,
Section 2:
Each requesting student organization has been allocated a sum of money that will constitute that organization’s budget for the 2008-2009 academic year as determined by the Budget Committee; therefore
BE IT ENACTED BY THE 2007-2008 STUDENT AFFAIRS SENATE THAT:

The 2008-2009 Student Affairs Senate budget be adopted with the following recommendations:
Any revenue generated as a result of Wesleyan Entertainment Board’s “Big Event” shall be returned to the Contingency Fund.
As stated in the Budget Handbook, Article 5, section 2, sub-section A, food cannot be bought solely for group events. In addition, it has become custom in past years that the Budget Committee has seen fit to deny T-shirts within the budget process. The rationale behind this decision is to provide more funding toward programmatic items, while not raising the Student Activity Fee.
